The win was highlighted by Barry Sanders becoming only the third man in NFL history to rush for 2,000 yards in a season, but marred by a scary injury early in the fourth quarter to Detroit LB Reggie Brown, who lied motionless on the field for several minutes before being transported to a local hospital. New York stormed to a quick 10-0 lead after their first two possessions, scoring on a 32-yard field goal by John Hall, and a 14-yard Adrian Murrell touchdown run. The Lions, however, pitched a shutout for the rest of the game, and went into halftime trailing 10-3 after a 44-yard field goal by Jason Hanson on the last play of the first quarter. Hanson added a 25-yard effort early in the third quarter to trim the lead to 10-6 after Mark Carrier recorded one of three Lions' second half interceptions to give Detroit possession at the Jets' 32-yard-line. While the Detroit defense stiffened, the Lions drove 71 yards in seven plays spanning the end of the third quarter and beginning of the fourth quarter to take a 13-6 lead with Sanders going the final 15 yards for the touchdown. New York drove to the Lions' nine-yard-line on the ensuing possession, but rookie RB Leon Johnson was intercepted by Bryant Westbrook in the end zone after attempting a halfback option pass. The Lions' running game then took over, grinding time off the clock to seal the victory.

(09-06-98) WK 1 - Detroit Lions @ Green Bay Packers - Detroit lost at Lambeau Field for the fourth consecutive time in a 38-19 loss to the Green Bay Packers in both teams' 1998 season opener. Green Bay jumped to a 10-0 lead on a 32-yard Ryan Longwell field goal and a 32-yard Leroy Butler fumble return off a Scott Mitchell fourth-and-inches fumble and never trailed in the game. Two Jason Hanson field goals (47 and 43-yarders) were then sandwiched around a second quarter four-yard Dorsey Levens touchdown plunge, leaving the Packers with a 17-6 halftime lead. Detroit marched 50 yards in seven plays to open the second half, with Herman Moore reeling in a 25-yard touchdown pass (two-point pass failed) from Scott Mitchell to culminate the drive, but after a punt by each club, the Packers mounted a marathon 18-play, 85-yard TD drive (Antonio Freeman six-yard pass from Brett Favre) to increase their lead to 24-12. The Lions were then momentarily energized by a 101-yard kickoff return for touchdown by Terry Fair (first such Lions' return since Johnnie Morton on December 25, 1994), but on the ensuing kickoff, Green Bay's Roell Preston answered Fair's heroics by racing 100 yards to bring the Packers' lead back to 31-19. The sequence marked only the fourth time in NFL history that two consecutive kickoffs had been returned for touchdown (first occasion since 1987). Three failed drives by Detroit led to the second of Freeman's TD grabs on the day, an 84-yard bomb leading up to the two-minute warning in the fourth quarter, which capped the day's scoring. In the game, Barry Sanders had both his NFL records for consecutive 100-yard games (14) and 100-yard road outings (10) snapped by only gaining 70 yards on 17 carries. Also notable was the Lions' defense limiting Green Bay to 75 yards rushing on 30 carries. (Quality 8.5)
(09-13-98) WK 2 - Cincinnati Bengals @ Detroit Lions - OT - Cincinnati CB Corey Sawyer returned an interception 58 yards for a touchdown 2:06 into overtime to give the Bengals a 34-28 win. It was the Lions' third consecutive overtime loss, and marked only the second time in the last eight years that Detroit had lost its home opener. The Lions had dodged a bullet moments prior to the game-winning interception when Marc Spindler blocked Doug Pelfrey's 48-yard field goal effort on the last play of regulation to force the overtime. Both teams scored a touchdown in each quarter, with the Lions tying the score last, as Barry Sanders recorded his third TD run of the day (five yards) with 1:52 remaining to knot the score at 28-28. Two Neil O'Donnell-to-Darnay Scott touchdown passes were sandwiched around a Tommy Vardell one-yard touchdown plunge to initially give Cincinnati a 14-7 lead early in the second quarter. Sanders, however, gave Detroit a 21-14 lead early in the third quarter with scoring runs of two and 67 yards -- the latter was his NFL record 14th career scoring run of more than 50 yards.

(09-28-98) WK 4 - Tampa Bay Buccaneers @ Detroit Lions - MNF - The Lions offense, defense and special teams each scored a touchdown, and the Lions' defense held Tampa Bay to six first downs and 133 total yards before a sold-out Silverdome crowd and a Monday night national television audience. The 133 yards yielded were the least by a Lions' opponent since Cincinnati mustered only 95 yards in total offense on November 22, 1992. Bryant Westbrook scored his second career interception for touchdown (34 yards) to end Tampa Bay's first drive of the half. Moments later, Batch scored his first career touchdown, a one-yard sneak on fourth-and-goal to increase the Lions' advantage to 20-3 midway through the third quarter. Rookie Terry Fair would return a kickoff for a team-record 105 yards, his second kickoff return score of the year. Barry Sanders chipped in with 131 yards in 27 carries to record the 70th 100-yard outing of his career, and the Lions' defense sacked Bucs' QB Trent Dilfer four times and held Tampa Bay to 48 yards of offense in the second half.

(10-15-98) WK 7 - Green Bay Packers @ Detroit Lions - Thanksgiving - Faced with a 10-0 first quarter deficit, the Lions roared back to score 27 of the next 30 points en route to a 27-20 win over the two-time defending NFC champion Green Bay Packers before a sold out Silverdome and national television audience. On the Packers' first two possessions, Brett Favre hit Antonio Freeman on a 67-yard scoring connection and Ryan Longwell booted a 28-yard field goal, but Detroit recorded five of the game's next six scores to forge a 27-13 lead heading into the waning moments of the game. Favre hit Freeman again (14 yards) with three seconds remaining to trim the final score to 27-20. After two punts, the Lions' third drive of the night resulted in a 25-yard Jason Hanson field goal, and moments later TE Pete Chryplewicz caught a three-yard play-action TD toss from Charlie Batch on fourth-and-one to pull Detroit even at 10-10 heading into halftime. The latter play was set up by Mark Carrier's first of two interceptions in the contest, which gave Detroit possession on the Packers' 12-yard line. Green Bay took a short-lived 13-10 lead when Longwell made a 40-yard field goal to complete the Packers' first drive of the second half, but the Lions reeled off 17 straight points to begin the fourth quarter to take control of the contest. A brilliant 68-yard, one-handed touchdown grab by Germane Crowell (first career score) gave the Lions a 17-13 lead, with Barry Sanders' 73-yard TD gallop and a 36-yard Hanson field goal with 2:08 remaining supplying additional points to result in the 27-13 lead. The game 's final seconds saw Favre's second scoring throw of the night to Freeman and an onsides kick that was recovered by Green Bay, with a failed Hail Mary offering as time expired clinching the Lions' victory. In his fourth NFL start, Batch became the youngest quarterback in the league to complete 11 consecutive passes since 1992, and his 84.2 percent completion rate (16-of-19 for 218 yards) marked the highest single-game output for a rookie since 1960. Also in the game, Sanders extended two all-time NFL records he owns -- his 155 yards rushing marked the 25th time in his career he rushed for over 150 yards in a game, and the 73-yard scoring jaunt was the 15th in his career of over 50 yards. - (Quality 9)

The game was the first Lions’ home opening sellout since 1975, and it gave Detroit their first 2-0 start to a season since 1993. Green Bay’s Ryan Longwell began the scoring with a 45-yard field goal midway through the first quarter to stake the Packers to a 3-0 lead. Detroit fought back with two second quarter touchdown passes from QB Charlie Batch – one a 45-yarder to Johnnie Morton on the first play of the quarter, and the other on a 74-yarder to TE David Sloan. The toss to Sloan was the Lions’ longest TD reception to a tight end since Jim Gibbons’ 82-yarder in 1964. The Packers’ snuck to within 14-6 at halftime as Longwell added a 24-yard field goal with :14 remaining in the half. After a scoreless third quarter, the Packers recorded a safety on the first play of the fourth quarter when long-snapper Allen Aldridge hiked the ball over John Jett’s head from punt formation to trim Detroit’s lead to 14-8. After the free kick, Green Bay drove 52 yards in five plays (Dorsey Levens’ two-yard TD plunge) to take a 15-14 lead. On the ensuing kickoff, however, Terry Fair raced 91 yards to the Packers’ eight-yard line, setting up Batch’s one-yard scramble three plays for the go-ahead score. The two-point conversion failed, leaving the Lions with a 20-15 advantage. Detroit then held the Packers on their next possession, and Jason Hanson drilled a 48-yard field goal with 2:46 remaining for a 23-15 cushion, which held up in the waning moments of the contest. - (Quality 9.0)
(11-21-99) WK 11 - Detroit Lions @ Green Bay Packers - Detroit saw a 17-12 halftime lead evaporate into a 26-17 final deficit as the Lions lost their second consecutive game on the year to the Green Bay Packers at Lambeau Field. The Lions jumped out to a 7-0 cushion, taking the opening kickoff 84 yards in 11 plays, with Sedrick Irvinl’s two-yard TD run culminating the drive. Green Bay’s Ryan Longwell kicked the first two of his four field goals (23 and 33-yarders) in the first half of the second quarter to shave the Lions’ lead to 7-6, but Germane Crowell caught a 14-yard TD pass moments later to increase Detroit’s advantage back to 14-6. Green Bay struck again moments later, driving 62 yards in six plays to cut the Lions’ lead to 14-12 (two-point try failed) on a one-yard Dorsey Levens run. Detroit scored its last points of the game to give them a 17-12 cushion soon thereafter, as Gus Frerotte engineered a two-minute drive that resulted in a 46-yard Jason Hanson field goal as time expired in the first half. Green Bay took their first lead, 20-17, (two-point pass was good) midway through the third quarter on an acrobatic 17-yard TD catch by Corey Bradford (Lions’ replay challenge was dismissed). Longwell then added his third and fourth field goals on successive drives to span the end of the third quarter and start of the fourth quarter to hike the Packers’ game-ending advantage to 26-17. - (Quality 8.5)

On their two drives of the first quarter, Washington reached the end zone on a pair of short runs by Stephen Davis (one and four yards). They followed those drives with two field goals (33 an 23 yards) by Brett Conway to begin the second quarter. Leading 20-0, The Redskins added a 30-yard touchdown pass from QB Brad Johnson to Albert Connell with 1:19 left in the second quarter to close out Washington’s scoring on the day. The Lions best scoring opportunity in the first half came in the closing seconds of the second quarter when Herman Moore caught a 58-yard Hail Mary pass from Gus Frerotte, but was stopped at the three-yard line as time expired. After both squads were held scoreless in the third quarter, Lions’ S Ron Rice put Detroit on the board with a 94-yard blocked field goal return with 9:23 left in the game (Lamar Campbell recorded FG block). (10-08-00) WK 6 - Green Bay Packers @ Detroit Lions - For the second consecutive week, the Packers struggled early, rallied late and fell short in the end. This time, they were victimized on by the Lions at the Pontiac Silverdome. Five turnovers by Green Bay proved too costly, and Charlie Batch's 30-yard touchdown pass to Herman Moore 11 minutes into the third quarter was enough to eliminate a successful comeback by Brett Favre and the Packers. The Packers dominated many offensive statistics, including time of possession (34:36-to-25:24), total first downs (19-to-11) and total net yards (339-to-253), but Green Bay's 3 interceptions and 2 lost fumbles were the most critical statistics of the afternoon. The Lions trailed throughout, but thanks to a resilient defensive effort, were in position to win the game as late as two minutes remaining in the game. Five Lions’ turnovers were ultimately too much to overcome. The Packers’ Ahman Green stretched the final outcome to 26-13 with a 39-yard touchdown scamper with 1:54 left following an onside kick attempt by the Lions after they had crept the score to 19-13 moments earlier. The first half was dominated by Green Bay statistically, but only translated to a 6-0 deficit for the Lions. Detroit bent, but didn’t break, with two Ryan Longwell field goals (22 and 27 yards) accounting for the only scoring despite the Packers holding the ball almost twice as long as Detroit did (19:32-to-10:28). Jason Hanson got the Lions on the scoreboard midway through the third quarter with a 26-yard field goal, but the Packers stretched their lead to 12-3 early in the fourth quarter with two more Longwell efforts, both coming after Charlie Batch interceptions. Detroit pulled to within two points at 12-10 after James Stewart’s one-yard TD plunge (tenth of season) on fourth-and-goal, but the Packers answered by immediately driving 80 yards in six plays to return their advantage to nine points at 19-10 with only 4:25 remaining. (09-09-01) WK 1 - Detroit Lions @ Green Bay Packers - The Detroit Lions opened the 2001 regular season with a 28-6 loss to the Green Bay Packers at Lambeau Field. The Packers jumped out to an early 21-3 first quarter lead and the Lions never fully recovered. With a consistent rainfall throughout the game, the Lions were hit early with big plays. After holding the Lions to a three-and-out series to begin the game, the Packers wasted no time putting points on the scoreboard. QB Brett Favre hit WR Bill Schroeder on the team's opening play for 34 yards, and only three plays later, RB Ahman Green galloped 31 yards to give the Packers a 7-0 lead. The Lions showed signs of offensive firepower as it drove to the Packers' 35-yard line, but two RB James Stewart attempts were denied on third and fourth down, giving the ball back to Favre and the Packers. Favre hit Schroeder on back-to-back plays, a 35-yard completion and a 23-yard touchdown, to give the Packers a 14-0 lead. After a second three-and-out series by the Lions' offense, the Packers needed only one play to increase their lead to 21-0. Green fended off several tacklers, bounced outside and sprinted 83 yards for his second touchdown of the game. The Lions, however, did answer as K Jason Hanson nailed a 49-yard field goal to place the Lions on the scoreboard. Midway through the second quarter, Hanson booted his second field goal (39 yards) of the day to place the score at 21-6. DE Robert Porcher's sack of Favre (first of the season and 75.5 during 10-year career) late in the second quarter placed him in a tie with Al "Bubba" Baker as the team's all-time career sack leader. The Lions defense forced a turnover with 2:05 remaining in the half. Both LB Chris Claiborne and DT Kelvin Pritchett hit Green at the line of scrimmage, forcing the fumble, while CB Lamar Campbell recovered. What looked to be a big momentum changer before half, ended up in an interception deep in Packers' territory. Batch's pass was intended for WR Herman Moore, but instead was intercepted by S Darren Sharper. The only other scoring of the game came midway through the third quarter when the Packers put together a 12-play, 75-yard drive that chewed 11:05 and resulted in seven points. On the following onside kick, Jason Hanson kicked the ball with his opposite foot floating it over the Packers who were stacked for a traditional onside kick at the 40-yard line. The Lions' Todd Lyght recovered at the Green Bay 31. McMahon connected with Scotty Anderson for a touchdown with 18 seconds left to put Detroit in a position to tie the game. The Packer defense forced McMahon to throw out of bounds on a two-point conversion play that would have tied the game. Safety Darren Sharper fell on the ensuing onside kick to preserve the victory. Ahman Green finished the day with one rushing and one receiving touchdown. He also rushed for 102 yards and added two receptions for 48 yards. The Lions' James Stewart also crossed the 100-yard benchmark, but was forced to leave the game in the fourth quarter after being injured. He finished with 102 yards on 14 carries. The game was marred by penalties on both squads. The Lions were penalized 11 time for 117 yards while the Packers were charged eight times for 63 yards. - Includes Fox Pre-game, halftime, commercials and Fox Post Game show (Quality 9)

Listening to a dour Favre speak after the game, you wouldn't have known it. "I have to remind myself that this is a win," Favre said. Favre broke Dan Marino's career completions record, but the Packers had to overcome three interceptions by the three-time MVP for a 17-9 victory over the Lions. It was only the second home victory all season for the Packers (6-8), who have won two in a row. Given the sorry state of the NFC, some Packers players were talking playoffs after the game. Detroit remains winless in seven games on the road. Favre connected on a 21-yard pass to receiver Carlyle Holiday just before halftime for his league-record 4,968th completion. Referee Ed Hochuli delivered the news. Favre was 20-of-37 for 174 yards, but failed to throw a touchdown pass. With two games remaining in the season, Favre needs eight more touchdown passes to pass Marino's career mark of 420. Favre now has 4,974 career completions, seven ahead of Marino. Last week, Favre extended his record of most consecutive and overall seasons with 3,000 yards passing to 15.
